d) The Contestant has been informed, knows and accepts the fact that the Entries and all relevant rights to the same, if selected as Distinctive Foundation Markings or awarded, shall be acquired in the full, exclusive, perpetual and unlimited property of the Foundation, which can modify them and make any use it deems opportune at its sole discretion without time, space, place limits, both before, during and after the Matera 2019 European Cultural Capital event.
All that given, the Contestant, in the event the Entries are selected as the Distinctive Foundation Markings or in the event the Entries are awarded since ranked among the top three, with this statement and without the need for any other statement or document,

the Entries and all the rights, titles and interests in the same, of intellectual property and any other nature, without time, territory or any other type of limitation, hereto, now and forever, irrevocably and finally, automatically by the sole fact of ranking among the top three Competition contestants and winner of the relevant Award and without the need for further statements, to the Matera Basilicata 2019 Foundation. 
Therefore, the Matera-Basilicata 2019 Foundation has the full, exclusive, perpetual and unlimited property rights on these Entries and relevant rights. Any decision on the use and protection of the Entries and relevant rights, including, for example, the registration as trademark by the Foundation, exclusively depends on the Foundation and its stakeholders.
The Contestant, with reference to the Entries and relevant rights and transfer of the same to the Foundation,
STATES AND GUARANTEES THA
1. S/he created, developed and materialised the Entries [individually] [combined with other contestants in the team participating in the Competition] bar the wording that does not apply and that there are no other individuals who participated in the creation, development and materialisation of the same; 
2. the Entries are new, distinctive and original, and are equipped with all the characteristics and requirements requested by law - and specifically by the Industrial property right code as per Legislative Decree no. 30/2005- to be able to be validly registered in the Foundation's name or its nominated third parties as a trademark, in Italy and the European Union and in any other country of interest to the Foundation and to be able to be used by the Foundation and by its stakeholders in any way and in any form, without limitations of any kind, for the purposes of the Competition and for any other use; the Foundation and its stakeholders, moreover, therefore, can modify, transform, redesign, adapt the Entries, transfer licence for use or transfer them to third parties, use them as a brand, distinctive marking, emblem, coat of arms, symbol, logo both through electronic and analogue instruments and supports, market them and provide merchandising and sponsorships through the same Entries; 
3. has met any right, claim or interest of any kind due to employees, internal or external associates, consultants or any third party, whether natural or legal person, on the Entries and relevant rights;
